The surrounding, adjacent low lying land is the result of silt and humic deposition;
suggesting the Crannog was once a little more distant from firm ground than today. Judging
from nearby flood level marks this monument, and its northern neighbour, CL017-121000,
would be submerged in winter. Much of the depth was shallow, perhaps a maximum of two
metres deep. Extensive shallow reed beds obscure much of the Lough outline. Went in search
of where the Fergus arrives; heading upstrean swiftly encountered an artificial weir of
limestone boulders. PMcG had previously arrived here by this river route from Lough
Inchiquin. Need prepare for the next section and perhaps on to Ennis. Total round trip of
4.5Km.
